NOTES: 

1. Prior to making payment, anyone who wishes to participate in a bus trip must first call 

the contact person to ensure that there is still room on the bus. 

2. All bus riders must be age 18 or older unless otherwise noted in the trip write-up.  

3. Trip payment checks should be made payable to “HERSHEY’S MILL HOA”, sealed in 

an envelope (noting trip name and date), and placed in the maroon "Customer Service" 

mailbox next to the Security Center in the exit lane at the Main Gate.  

4. Refunds are only granted if (1) the trip is canceled, or (2) the trip has a wait list from 

which another passenger can fill the vacated spot.  

5. Bus leaves promptly at the scheduled Leave Time. Please plan to arrive at the Recreation 

Area parking lot 10 minutes early for boarding.
